COMMODORE’S COMMENT 
 

LIFT PLUS PROJECT 
 
Our builder has been delayed by the bad weather up North and will not be able to start on the project until March 
2nd. Disappointing but what’s a couple of weeks. 
 
Good News though on the fund raising side, we continue to make progress. All of the Debentures have been taken 
up and excluding these, our total raised now stands at £90,884. The Fund raising committee met last week and is 
optimistic that we can continue to make good progress to the £120k needed in spite of the difficult economic 
climate. The Executive will consider placing all monies raised above £80k into a reserve fund to pay off the 
debentures liability. 
 
SPONSORS. Last year the Club was successful in raising over £5,500 in sponsorship for our sailing events plus a 
considerable value in prizes and services. This was in addition to monies raised from local businesses for the Lift 
Plus Fund. This year we do not anticipate being anywhere near as successful due to the economic gloom. This 
could have some serious impact on the support we can give to our major events and the maintenance of much of 
our on the water equipment. If you know of any business or individual who may be a potential supporter please 
discuss the Club requirements with Bob Woolley or me. We would ask that with our back-up support you make an 
initial approach to your contact. This way we may be able to achieve some good and rewarding results. It’s to easy 
to just build up a list of bright ideas, which others then have to follow up on. If you have a good contact we will 
give you all the support you would wish for to achieve a good result for both the Club and the potential Sponsor. 
Bob and I would be happy to consider hosting your contact to lunch at the Club where we could explain the 
benefits of supporting LTSC. 
 
VOLUNTEERING is becoming a big issue for our Club. This is not an isolated problem to LTSC and all 
organisations are having similar difficulties. Our particular shortfall is not so much jobs around the Clubhouse, it's 
more to do with on the water activities the essence of our existence as a Sailing Club. RIB drivers and crews for 
rescue boats. Race Officers, individuals to calculate the results and land support during Open Meetings. 
 
There is a debate building in the Club as to how we find solutions. Do we schedule all Club competitors to 
complete duties. Do we reward volunteers and if so, how? Do we require all members to do a duty. Do we reduce 
the number of duties required which could mean less activities. 
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To make decisions on the best and right way forward we need your ideas. Please let your committee members 
know your views. We will start a thread on the Club Forum headed VOLUNTEERING which can capture views 
and opinions.  
 
SAILING - It’s what we are about. Many congratulations to all who participated in and who helped out in the 
Club's first ever Perishers series for dinghies. This was a splendid example of self help. The need was recognised 
by the competitors and they went out and organised it sourcing volunteers for duties. Well Done. 
 
GENERAL 
I would like to thank Susan Burgess for all the hard work and enthusiasm she has put into the Club, particularly on 
the social side over the past six years. It was disappointing to have to accept her resignation as a Flag Officer, but 
these are demanding roles which can take up a lot of ones personal time and all of us get to a point where the Club 
cannot always be our number one priority. Many people have expressed their support for Susan and 
disappointment in her decision but understand that we must move on. I am grateful to Peter Allen for stepping into 
the breach to chair the Social Committee for the coming months and believe we must now look to the future. 
 
It is disappointing that we are in a situation where we now only have two elected Flag Officers out of five positions 
and concerning that we have very few  members making it known that they would be prepared to put up for 
Executive or Flag positions at December's AGM. Having said that we do have a very strong Executive with a 
number of new faces who are determined to contribute to the benefit of the Club. 
 
Should you believe you would like to become a Flag Officer it is important that you prepare for it now. The Club 
Regulations require a Flag Officer to have served one year on either the Executive or the Sailing Committee not 
necessarily the preceding year. In the case of the position of Rear Commodore Social this term can have been spent 
on the Social Committee. The reason for these rules is not to restrict nominations but rather to ensure that 
individuals standing for office have some experience of the Club's operation and procedures. Additionally I believe 
it is worth saying that should an individual stand for election to the Executive they should consider the possibility 
of them being asked to stand for a Flag position in the future.

ROSS FINISHES IN BLAZE OF GLORY 
 
The eighth and final race of Lymington Town Sailing Club’s Perishers Series for dinghies attracted the biggest 
fleet seen on the water this year. 
 
25 boats arrived to enjoy the spring-like conditions not so prevalent during the earlier races. 
 
After considerable deliberation the Race Management Team elected for a river start with a windward/leeward 
course in the Northern Solent. The wind against tide conditions gave a clear advantage to the powerful rigs of the 
fast asymmetric boats. However, with a long leg back to the river line where kites were left in the chutes the slower 
boats were able to claw back their losses. 
 
Ultimately the manageable but shifting conditions resulted in a win for Pete Barton and Bonny Moody in their 
RS800 followed by Olympic hopeful Ben Paton and crew in the 49ER. Third place went to John Cooper and Becci 
Wigley whose consistent sailing brought them third place overall in what has been a hotly contested series sailed in 
varied and challenging conditions.
